INFORMATION FOR STUDENTS WHO INTEND TO DECLARE MAJORS IN SPEECH OR JOURNALISM (COMMUNICATION)
February 2008
The Department of Communication has eight undergraduate emphases.  The following items reflect existing policies:

· The minimum cumulative GPA for declaring any major in Communication is 2.00.  For Multimedia a cumulative GPA of 2.25 is required to declare the major.  
· A 2.25 GPA in major courses is required for graduation in all department majors, except Multimedia. A 2.5 GPA in major courses is required to graduate with a Multimedia major.
· All emphases require the completion of a minor or second major prior to graduation.  

· Students seeking to major and minor in the department or declare a double major in the department will need a 2.75 after their first 9 credits of Communication courses, excluding Speech 110 and 131. 
· Students who choose the Multimedia emphasis should plan on taking at least five semesters to complete the entire sequence.

· Students who choose an emphasis in Advertising, Broadcast Journalism, Electronic Media, Interpersonal Communication, Public Relations, Organizational Communication or Print Journalism will require at least three (and often up to five) semesters to graduate.

· Courses in the above emphases must be taken in sequence.  All prerequisites must be met before being eligible to take the next course in the sequence. Prerequisites are listed in the UW-W Catalog and are on the major checklists, which are posted on the Communication Department Web site:  http://academics.uww.edu/cac/communication/currentresources.html. 
· Entry into courses in Journalism or Speech cannot be guaranteed in any given semester due to the high demand placed on our courses.  Students who wish to be considered for entry into a filled Journalism or Speech course may file an appeal for entry, but entry into that course is not guaranteed. 
· 400-Level courses should not be attempted until 60 credit hours have been completed.  300-level courses should not be attempted until at least 30 credit hours have been completed.

· All courses in the major and minor must be taken on a “graded basis” and not as “pass/fail” or “satisfactory/no credit.”

Academic Advising/Advising Holds:  Students are required to participate in departmental advising before they can register for classes.  Students with 75 or more credits, must come to one of two marathon advising sessions. (Dates available from Department.)  Students with fewer than 75 credits, must come to one of several group advising sessions (Dates available from Department.)  Academic advising holds will not be removed unless students attend one of the sessions.  Students who choose to not attend any advising session must sign an advising waiver to have their holds removed. They will not receive any advising regarding course selection; thus, they should not assume that they are taking the correct classes.
Writing Requirement:  Students will be required to complete the university writing requirement in a designated course within their major.  Specifics on courses and requirements can be found on the writing requirement form, which is available on the department Web site at: http://academics.uww.edu/cac/communication/currentresources.html. It is the student’s responsibility to make sure this requirement is satisfied before graduation.
Communication Department Exit Survey:  In the last semester students are required to complete an exit survey for the department.  This form can be found on the department website at:  http://academics.uww.edu/cac/communication/currentresources.html.  It is the student’s responsibility to make sure this requirement is satisfied before graduation.
Register for Graduation:  In the second-to-last semester students should register for graduation at the Registrar’s Office in Roseman Hall.
